THEOPHRASTUS BAUMBAST VON HOHENHEIM, commonly knowas Paracelsus, the famous Swiss
Physician, Alchemist and Occultist of the sixteecgthtury, was born on the 10th November, 149 Sjtabriicke,
near Einsiedeln, Canton Schwyz, and died on thie 8éptember, 1541, at Salzburg.

Contemporary with Charles V, Luther, Erasmus, aoth€lius Agrippa, Paracelsus stands out as ancegirery
character that has been for a long time misundaudby the majority of the learned and unlearnekkali

Living in the age of the Reformation, siding neitiéth Catholic nor Protestant, he distinguisheai$elf as a free
lance in Medical Science and Occult Philosophy,wodld have been known as a Mystic had his religiovtings
not been so carefully suppressed as to be altagettymtten. Paracelsus then claims our attent®Alahemist,
Physician, Occultist, Mystic, Astrologer and lasily Prophet, and it is in this last capacity thatsivall regard him,
as we are about to study and thereby rescue frdiniabthose at one time

famous predictions, of which some have been remérlkeccomplished,, while others may be consideodukt still
in actual course of fulfilment.



Concerning the life of this remarkable man we aferimed that his first teacher was his father |tfaened Wilhelm
Baumbast von Hohenheim, a physician, who took p@itisstruct him in all the learning of the timapecially in
Medicine.

At the age of sixteen young Baumbast entered thedisity of Basle. But he soon abandoned acadetuities,
preferring the mystic and occult teachings of #madus Adept, Johannes Trithemius, Abbot of Spanheinoted
Alchemist and Divine, whose ideas he absorbed.

However, he soon forsook the Abbot, as he had pusly forsaken University culture, to study Meteadjic

Fugger may have largely influenced his mind in &lety, but in the recently unearthed theologicalingg of
Paracelsus mentioned by Professor Karl Sudhoffsitelarned work/ersuch einer Kritik der Echtheit der
Paracelsischen Schrifte@. vols., Berlin, 1894-1899, we find a clear tation that he derived his prophetic gift
from that source of all Prophecy--Mystic [llumireii

Paracelsus--he assumed that name when he beggachy to indicate his superiority to Celsus--wasafbhis
numerous instructors, to a great extent, like ddis, self-taught and soul-inspired.

A mystic leading a sexless life, he had glimpse€a@gmic Consciousness or Divine Illlumination, fanscending
the knowledge of his time, and while under suchpinadion, that secret spring of all genius and pexy, he wrote
and said more than he knew in his mortal mind.

Searching for knowledge and truth, roving throughiaus countries, practising and teaching a systeempirical
medicine which we will not here discuss, he gat iteiuch with life in all its phases, and into aetaf mind most
favourable to the attainment of that Kabbalistatestof Cosmic
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Consciousness, or Divine lllumination, which raggli throughout his luminous writings.

Famous, yet hated and persecuted by unprogressiternporaries, misunderstood by the unenlighteffidtaeo
following centuries, posterity has at last vindazhthe fame and character of this hero of Occudrge.
Professor Strunz observes of Paracelsus:

'His was a mind of mighty features whose rare nitgtapnverted the stating of scientific problem®imarm
human terms, and we owe to him the realisationafleured human community based upon Christian and
humanitarian piety and faith, which things we magllwegard as the bases of his teaching concebutigthe
actual and the spiritual. His restless life nesdrbed him of that witchery which ever and agaistiled the
immortal impulses of his soul like golden sunshitat vision which belongs to the great nature-pAat yet few
men of his time recognised, as he did, the incaldalresult to be attained by the empiric-inducthethod. . . .
Paracelsus felt like an artist and thought likeahamatician, just as he combined the laws of patith the laws
of the microcosm, that is of man with his conscimss, his feelings, and his desires. It was tHisate

artistic sense which proved to be the daring bridge the man Paracelsus to the keen-visioned wésef reality,
a wondrous viaduct resting upon the traversesehtw humanity, the Renascence. For upon this etadaved
forward that reconstruction of the universe of WhiRaracelsus was one of the greatest architects.’

The poet Robert Browning made Paracelsus the dutfjene of his finest poems, describing him agdealist and
student of Nature's mysteries.

Professor Dowden in his Biography '‘Robert Browniglains the poem 'Paracelsus' as follows:

‘The poem is the history of a great spirit, who $asght lofty and unattainable ends, who has fallgon the way
and is bruised and broken, but who rises at theecitoove his ruined self and wrings out of defgdéedge of
ultimate victory.

'Paracelsus as presented in the poem is a mae-@&pinent genius, passionate intellect, and inatdimtellectual
ambition. If it is meant that he should be the tgpthe modern man -of science Browning has missednark, for
Paracelsus is in fact as much the poet as the fregiemce . . .

'Paracelsus is a great revolutionary spirit in an
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epoch of intellectual revolution; it is as much task to destroy as to build up; he has broken thighpast, and
gazes with wild-eyed hopes into the future, expecthe era of intellectual liberty to dawn suddenlth the year
One, and seeing himself the protagonist of Revatuiti

'Such men as Paracelsus, whether their spheretbe political, the religious, or the intellectwedrld, are men of
faith; a task has been laid on each of them; a sumsima divine mandate, has been heard. But is dmelate indeed
divine?

‘Very nobly has Browning represented the overmamsgdorce of that faith, which genius has in itselfid which
indeed is needed in the struggle with an incredutmindifferent world!

But it is the Future that holds the ideathich the world
moves, and therefore it is she who conditions tiwehPresent and the Past. The Three are inextyi€a.'--H.

THERE is not the slightest doubt that if the Présethe result of the Past, the Future will berisult of the
Present. The three being one, the Future shoudd leasily read as the Past. But this can only he dden the
finite mind of the Seer becomes one with the indimnind of the Seen, by a manifestation of the Swehich is the
Creator, and source of Truth.

The Prophecies of Paracelsus are set forth irythird ‘'magical’ or allegorical Figures with Progtications to each
Figure, a Preface and an Epilogue or Elucidatiattew by Paracelsus.

The entire work evidently relates to predictions
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of mundane events, some to ecclesiastical affaiihgrs to social political upheavals and changasttave since
happened, are actually becoming accomplished orstilhgome to pass.

The Predictions, apparently limited to 24 or 42rgdaoth numbers are given) from 1530, about whiidle they
appeared, were possibly occultly intended to megstimyears, meaning either the fulness of time4% or 420
years, which latter term would include the affaifthe present critical time.

Whoever studies these predictions cannot fail éoheev worldly affairs have followed the course Retsus
foretold for them either by mystic inspiration @tr@logical calculation.

Epilogue

THESE are the famous Prophecies of Theophrast@s&laus, considered by Eliphas Lévi to be 'the most
astounding monument and indisputable proof of #adity and existence of the gift of natural prophec

The Prophecies or Prognostications do not merddyer¢o events that happened in the age of therRetoon, and
do not refer strictly to 24 or 42 years after thegre published, but suggest events that happengdliter, some
that are even now happening, and others that egpkn in the future.

Nearly four centuries have elapsed since theseghi@ts were made. | have neither altered nor seggad any of
them, but only translated from the old German tolihst of my ability.

Whatever interpretation may be given to these ptiedfis their ancient origin cannot be disputed.

They were first published about the year 1530, anmedextant in print of that period. It is true firet editions give
no date, and it is uncertain whether the Latiniedipreceded the German, as the latter
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shows more originality of expression. It is by neans improbable that the Latin version referreliyt&liphas Lévi
may be only a translation.



The German edition Of 1530, which is also foundirgpd in the works of Paracelsus collected by daHduser
and published at Strassburg in the year 1616, akestas the original for the present translatidre Prophecies
occur in vol. i, pp. 594-608.

The Plates have also been reproduced from the atdleuts of that edition.

The original Manuscript of Paracelsus is said tanitae Court Library of the Grand Duke of BaderKatlsruhe.

Interpretation

To interpret a prophecy is more hazardous thanakenone, for a prophecy may be vague, but an irgtton is
expected to be exact.

I will not venture to interpret any of the predaots, but only chance to suggest the meaning of sdriem.
Ingenious readers are welcome to interpret eaclatuad the Prophecies in their own way. It mayehaist those
fond of historical research or who are keenly failog the course of political events.

Religion also plays a large part in the predictions

As history repeats itself, a prediction thoughh&we been accomplished by a country, person ott,gveay again
be verified by another or similar occurrence.

Paracelsus apparently saw the future as a seri@sarhatograph pictures before him, but describidsowt
chronological sequence.

As a whole the figures and chapters relate eithéneg Church or to the State.

Thus IV, VII, X, XII, XV, XX, XXII, XXIII, XXV, XXV 1l to XXXII apparently
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refer to religious or ecclesiastical affairs, whte rest of the figures and prognostications ediatsocial and
political changes.

Figures and Chapters |, Il are evidently intendedHrance.

VI is a striking prediction of Napoleon on St. Hede The laurel branch on a rock.

1, V, VIII may fit Kaiser Wilhelm.
